LANARKSHIRE  GOLF  ASSOCIATION
CONSTITUTION

1.   The name of the Association will be Lanarkshire Golf Association.

2.   The object of the Association is the affiliation of Golf Clubs in the County as defined by the Scottish Golf Union and the               Lanarkshire Golf Association with a view to fostering golf and improving the standard of play.
3.    Each Club affiliated to the County Association shall contribute to the funds of the Scottish Golf Union such sums as may be decided by the Scottish Golf Union Executive Committee. Each Club affiliated to the County Association shall contribute such sums to the funds of the Association as decided by the Lanarkshire Golf Association Executive Committee.

4.    The Management of the affairs of the Association shall be vested in the Committee which shall be composed of the 

          Office Bearers viz:- The President, Vice President, Immediate Past President, Hon.Secretary and Treasurer and twelve Members.   

          The Representative to the Scottish Golf Union shall be elected annually from the Executive Committee of the Lanarkshire Golf 

   Association. The Committee shall meet as occasion requires and five Members shall form a quorum.
5.    Each Course Owning Club shall appoint two Representatives to the Association and each Representative shall be entitled to vote.

   Each Non Course Owning Club shall appoint one Representative to the Association and he shall be entitled to vote.
   Course Owning Clubs and Non Course Owning Clubs are as defined in the Constitution of the Scottish Golf Union.

   Only Clubs participating in the League Structures shall be entitled to vote on matters relating to League Business.

   The President, Vice President, Immediate Past President, Hon.Secretary and Treasurer during their term in Office need not be a Club Representative.

6.    The Office Bearers viz:- President, Vice President, Immediate Past President shall be appointed at the Annual General Meeting for a period of two years. The Hon.Secretary and Treasurer shall be appointed by the Executive Committee and may be combined in the one person. The retiring Past President shall not be eligible for re-election to Committee for a period of one year.

          The Members of Committee shall be appointed at the Annual General Meeting for a period of one to four years. Four of the said Members shall retire Annually and any such retiring Member shall be eligible for re-election.

7.    The Committee shall be entrusted with the entire management of the affairs of the Association and shall have power from time to time to determine the  Notice, the manner of calling and the place of meetings, to appoint Sub Committees, to determine their duties, and delegate such powers as they think proper, to co-opt additional Members for any purpose they deem necessary, to hold Competitions and decide the venues, date and terms, conditions and rules under which the Competitions shall take place, to enact or alter bye-laws which shall be binding on all Members and do all things necessary in their opinion for the conduct of the business and carrying out the Object of the Association. The Committee shall have the power to appoint an Honorary President and Honorary Vice Presidents in recognition of outstanding service to Lanarkshire Golf. In the absence of the President and Vice President the Committee shall elect one of their number to act as Chairman. At all Meetings the Chairman shall have in addition to his deliberate vote a casting vote in cases of equality. The acting’s and decisions of the Committee shall be final and binding.

8.    The Annual General Meeting of the Association of which fourteen days notice shall be given to each Club shall be held before 30th November of each year at which the Office Bearers and Committee shall be elected for the ensuing year. Special Meetings shall be called on fourteen days notice by direction of the President or on requisition of any five Members of Committee or of the Secretaries of any three affiliated Clubs.

9.    The foregoing rules shall form the Constitution of the Association and shall only be altered, rescinded or added to at an Annual General Meeting or at a Special Meeting convened for that purpose. Intimation of any proposed alteration shall be given to the Secretary not later than 21 days prior to any such Meetings and shall appear on the Notice calling the Meeting which shall be sent to the Secretary of each affiliated Club.

10.    An affiliated Club shall be entitled to retire from the Association on giving notice to the Secretary before 31st October in any year.
